Route 3 to Exit 3
From North/Bottom of ramp take a LEFT

From South/Bottom of ramp take a RIGHT
Go .04 take a LEFT at 

(Main Entrance of Pinehills /Meeting House Way/Red Barn) 
Go .04 through village green/past golf course/take a RIGHT 
on Stone Bridge Road/ actually going over the stone bridge.

Go .09 third LEFT into Winslowe View
Go .04 third Right on Turner Run…

Immediate right we are 8 parking spots across from our driveway.

From the East
Take I-195 E toward CAPE COD.

Merge onto MA-25 E via EXIT 22A toward CAPE COD.
Take the US-6 exit, EXIT 3, 

toward BOURNE/ SAGAMORE.
Enter next roundabout and take 3rd exit onto US-6 E.

US-6 E becomes SCENIC HWY.
Turn LEFT onto MA-3A/ STATE RD.
Merge onto MA-3 N via the ramp on the 

LEFT toward BOSTON.
